Russia
Symposium for Foreign Export Control Officials,  March 28 - April 1, 1994, for 24 export control government officials from 14 nations: Albania, Belarus, Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Estonia, Hungary, Kazakhstan, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland, Romania, Russia, Slovakia and Ukraine, for interagency sessions on export control issues. The program was in two parts: attendance at the BXA Update '94 Conference, held on March 29 - 30 on export administration regulations, licensing policy, and U.S. export control law; and a special Foreign Visitors Export Control Program featuring a technical forum at the Commerce Department. The program was designed to provide a basic introduction and outline to the essential elements of an international multi-purpose export control system. A panel of Commerce's Technical Advisor Committee (TAC) representatives presented industry views on U.S. export controls.
1995
Russia
In March 1995, BXA representatives participated in interagency discussions of Russia's export control systems in Moscow.  Topics included dual-use and munitions licensing, interagency review, dispute resolutions, and final licensing decisions. Export enforcement programs and practices involving law enforcement investigations and sanctions were examined as well.

In July 1995, BXA and OCC co-hosted a Legal Forum in Washington, DC. This forum provided a legal and functional interagency overview of the U.S. export control system. Nineteen senior government officials from Russian ministries and committees involved in export controls participated.

Russia
In October 1995 (FY96), BXA hosted a delegation of senior Russian industry executives and government export control officials in Boston and Washington to discuss Industry-Government Cooperation on Export Controls. This significant activity was the first ever to bring together U.S. and Russian business executives and government officials and to provide a forum to discuss such issues as the administration of export controls, legal reform, licensing, industry compliance, and enforcement.

In December 1995 (FY96), the Russian government hosted a high- level U.S. interagency delegation in Moscow.  Russian officials delivered presentations on the operation of Russia's export control system, the legal framework and basis for their dual-use and munitions licensing system, and the operation of their ministries and organizations.

Russia
In March 1996, BXA hosted a high-level Russian delegation in  Washington to discuss U.S. Preventive Enforcement Programs and Methods. Following the meetings in Washington, the delegation traveled to Florida where Commerce and Customs agents discussed investigative techniques used in the Cardoen case, a case developed jointly by Commerce and Customs. The Russian delegation met with the assistant United States attorney who prosecuted the case and the federal judge who presided over the case.

In April 1996, BXA led an Interagency Legal and Regulatory Workshop in Washington for an interministerial Russian delegation. Besides providing a general overview of the U.S. export control system, particular attention was given to interagency processes, including a review of U.S. licensing referral procedures.

In June 1996, the Russian government hosted a second briefing on the operation of Russia's export control system for a visiting high-level U.S. interagency delegation.

Russia
In July 1996, BXA hosted its Third Annual Symposium for Export Control Officials in Washington, DC  for 37 senior export control government officials from 16 nations -- Albania, Belarus, Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Estonia, Hungary, Kazakhstan, Latvia, Lithuania, Moldova, Poland, Romania, Russia, Slovakia, Slovenia and Ukraine.

Russia
In July 1996, BXA hosted a delegation of high level executive and parliamentary officials from Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, Russia, Ukraine, and Uzbekistan to participate in a program for Formulating and Implementing U.S. Arms Control and Nonproliferation Policy, sponsored by the Monterey Institute. Senior BXA officials briefed participants focusing on export control issues, including the legislative progress on the Export Administration Act.

In September 1996, as a follow-up to an earlier enforcement workshop, BXA led an interagency delegation to Moscow and St. Petersburg to participate in an Enforcement Workshop that focused on techniques and authorities for effective preventive enforcement, including screening and use of end-user checks.

Industry - Government Relations Conference and Exchange, Moscow, December 16 - 21, 1996 (FY97).  A delegation of U.S. and Russian government officials and representatives from 60 of Russia's largest enterprises participated in a conference on industry - government relations in export control. Russian government officials gave an overview of their agencies' responsibilities and spoke about the importance of export controls in fulfilling Russia's international obligations and national interests. The industry representatives discussed the challenges of conducting international business in the current economic climate.                                      TOP

Export Licensing Procedures and Practices Technical Exchange Workshop, Washington, September 15 - 19, 1997. BXA experts presented the standards, practices, and procedures in export licensing for Russian license officials responsible for interpreting and implementing export control laws and decrees.

Export Enforcement-Industry Cooperative Workshop, Boston, MA/Dallas, TX/San Antonio, TX, April 13-17, 1998.  This forum was designed to convey the cooperation essential between industry and government for effective enforcement and afford first-hand observation of methods used to achieve this in the U.S. U.S. and Russian government officials exchanged views on topics related to the administration of export controls and on legal, licensing, and enforcement subjects. The technical exchange demonstrated the importance of cooperative relationships on export controls between industry and government and allowed the Russian enforcement officials an opportunity to hear U.S. industry representatives' views on the U.S. export control system.

U.S.-Russia Industry-Government Relations Forum, Chicago, IL, June 7-10, 1998 and Washington, D.C., June 11-12, 1998.  The technical exchange demonstrated the importance of cooperative relationships on export controls between industry and government and allowed Russian export control officials an opportunity to hear U.S. industry representatives' views on the U.S. export control system.

Export Control Seminar, Yakaterinburg, June 29-July 1, 1998.  During the program, sponsored by the Moscow-based Center for Export Control (CEC), U.S. participants demonstrated the latest version of the Internal Control Program (ICP) training tool jointly developed for use by Russian enterprises. The CEC will install and demonstrate the prototype software at several Russian enterprises toward the end of 1998. The software provides company export control officials a self-paced training platform to learn and understand the process for setting up an ICP within their own company.

Industry Internal Control Program Workshop, Moscow, September 15-18, 1998.  A delegation of  US industry representatives and government officials installed version 1.0 of the Internal Control Program Training Tool (ICP) at six Russian enterprises. The U.S. delegation assisted Russian enterprises in enhancing their internal controls for compliance with Russian export control rules and regulations, particularly the Cabinet of Ministers Resolution No. 57 on "Further Strengthening of Export Control for Dual-Use items related to Weapons of Mass Destruction."

Russian Control Lists and Commodity Classification, Moscow, November 16-18, 1998. BXA participated in a technical workshop on Russian control lists and commodity classification at the Center on Export Controls (CEC), a Moscow-based non-government entity. This provided representatives of 15 Russian government agencies involved in export controls with an overview of the four multilateral control regimes, technical details regarding each of the international lists, and the process of integrating these lists into a master national control list. The BXA delegation provided an explanation of the European Union (EU) control list, addressed questions about the use of the EU list in the international system of export regulation of dual-use products and weapons of mass destruction, and emphasized the importance of proper classification.

Russian Industry Information, Tomsk, November 19-20, 1998. BXA experts assisted the Center on Export Controls, a non-government entity based in Moscow, in familiarizing Russian enterprises in the Tomsk region, and regional and local authorities with Russian export control regulations and policies.

Russian Defense Industries, Moscow, September 15, 1998 to January 25, 1999. BXA personnel and representatives from U.S. companies assisted the Center on Export Controls, a non-government entity based in Moscow, to install a pilot Internal Compliance Program at 17 enterprises subordinated to the Russian Space Agency, the Ministry of Economy, and the Ministry of Atomic Energy. The CEC plans to obtain feedback from the enterprises and develop an updated version to be unveiled at an Industry-Government forum in April 1999.

Authorware Software Training Program, Washington, DC, February 1-5, 1999. Representatives from Russia and Ukraine took part in a BXA program on how to modify and customize their countries' Internal Compliance Programs (ICP). In order to reflect changes in the laws, regulations, and policies of their export control authorities, participants received hands-on training in using Authorware software, which is the platform ICP is developed in.

Export Control Parliamentary Forum, Washington, DC, March 1-3, 1999. BXA hosted the first Export Control Parliamentary Forum in Washington, D.C., for members of the Russian Duma and others with responsibility for Russia's export control bill. The forum provided an opportunity to exchange information on the legal basis for export controls in the United States and in Russia, and to discuss export control legislation in the two countries. The Russian delegation briefed U.S. officials on the status and scope of Russia's pending export control legislation. The Russian delegation also met with U.S. House and Senate staff members and attended a Congressional hearing on the Export Administration Act.                                  TOP

Licensing Procedures and Practices Workshop, Washington, DC, March 22-26, 1999. Hosted by BXA, the workshop addressed the management of license processing.  The workshop focused on international standard management practices in licensing, administration, and job skills for supervisors, as well as on using National Control Lists and the EU Control List, the export licensing system review process and interagency review, making decisions on projects of concern, implementation of "catch-all" controls, criminal and administrative enforcement actions, and dual-use and munitions licensing. The second meeting of the U.S.-Russia Sub- Working Group of Dual-Use Licensing also took place during this time.

Export Control Update Conference for Russian Industry, Moscow, April 19-20, 1999.  Sponsored by BXA, this conference was hosted by the Center on Export Controls (CEC), a Russian non-governmental organization. A delegation of U.S. business representatives and interagency government officials participated. Over 100 Russian industrial enterprises from the aerospace and defense industries and nuclear-related fields engaged in the break-out sessions.  Additional attendees included officials from the Japanese Center for Information on Security Trade Control. Structured to familiarize and update Russian industrial enterprises with their export control responsibilities, including Russian export control rules and regulations, the conference demonstrated that industry-government cooperation on export controls and voluntary industry compliance with export control regulations are essential for effective export controls.

Internal Control Program (ICP) Workshops, Russia, April 5- October 1, 1999. A team of BXA experts and representatives from U.S. companies presented a series of ICP Workshops in Russian cities (Samara, Voronezh, Yaroslavl, Kazan, Bryansk, Irkutsk, Novosibirsk, Vladimir, and Puschino) to assist the Russians in deploying operational ICPs at 187 Russian industrial enterprises. The ICP deployment is part of a Russian government initiative to improve industry compliance with national export control rules. The ICP software tool enables individual export control administrators to develop a competency in export control within their enterprise.

Export Enforcement Technical Exchange Workshop, Moscow and Vladimir, September 20-24, 1999. Hosted by the State Customs Committee of the Russian Federation, U.S. participants sought to understand the structure and staffing of Russian organizations involved in export enforcement, observe how Russian government agencies explain export control responsibilities to Russian enterprises, engage in meaningful discussions regarding export enforcement "success stories" on both sides, and discuss next steps in bilateral cooperation.

Licensing Procedures and Practices Workshop, Moscow, October 5-9, 1999 (FY00). As part of the U.S.-Russia export Control Technical Exchange program, BXA led an interagency delegation to Moscow to discuss bilateral cooperation on export certificate processing, commodity classification, publication of denials and structure of an automated licensing system.

Internal Control Program (ICP) Workshops, Russia, October 11, 1999 (FY00) and June 23, 2000.  BXA experts and U.S. corporate representatives participated in a series of ICP Workshops that helped the Russians to deploy ICPs at 336 Russian industrial enterprises and institutes in 12 areas. Locations included Moscow, the Kaluga region, Dzerzhinsk, Ulyanovsk-Novouralsk, Ekaterinburg, Saratov, Rostov-on-Don, Krasnodar, Barnaul, St. Petersburg, and Samara. The ICP software tool enables individual export control administrators to develop a competency in export control within their enterprise. Its deployment is part of a Russian government initiative to improve industry compliance with national export control rules.       TOP
